Lawn Maintenance Volunteers

We are planning to take care of the maintenance of  St Jerome grounds ourselves, once again this year if enough volunteers sign up. We have placed sign-up sheets at the exits of the Church.  We will use the same system as last year.  Each week (depending on the number of volunteers) we will assign 4 volunteers.  This means that at some time during that week (at your discretion) you will be responsible to take care of an assigned area of the property.  Last year, because of the number of volunteers, it worked out that each volunteer was assigned only 3 or 4 times from April to October, and nobody found it to be too burdensome.  You, the army of St Jerome volunteers, saved the parish approximately $20,000.00 in maintenance costs last year, and this is one reason that the parish continues to operate in the black!
Annual Parish Clean-Up
On the Saturday after Easter Sunday (April 30) we are scheduling the annual St Jerome clean up of the property in anticipation of Spring time.  The goal and purpose is to make this little corner of God’s garden bright and beautiful and proud. There is something that everyone can do from 5 to 95, ranging to picking up accumulated debris and branches from the winter to pruning, cutting and planting. We will gather at 10.00AM in front of the rectory garage.  We have various weapons and implements, but you can always bring your own if you wish. You don’t need to sign up; just show up!

Bishop’s Annual Appeal St Jerome’s

A report dated 4/8/2011 indicates that St Jerome  parishioners have pledged a total of $33,340 to the Bishop’s Annual Appeal.  A total of 130 parishioners have pledged so far.  We are 90% on our way towards the parish goal of $37,000.  If you have not pledged yet, and would like to do so, there are pledge cards in the pews and at the back of church.

Attention St Jerome/St Mary  Families!

The St Jerome Holy Name Society is exploring a way of raising money for the school through a TD Bank charitable program.  St Jerome/St Mary families who currently bank at TD Bank, or families who are willing to establish an account with the Bank, can generate funds for the school at no cost to themselves  for participating in the program.

When a member of the parish signs up for the fundraising program, they are asked to identify the account(s) that they wish for the program.  TD Bank will then make an annual cash contribution to St Jerome school based on the average annual account balance.  Checking, savings, certificates of deposit and retirement accounts can all be  included.  For example, the bank will make an annual donation of ½ of 1% on the average annual balance.  While this may not seem like much (unless you have a big account like Fr Brown) when you multiply by 50 or 100, what is small becomes significant. Other than the names of the families participating in the program, the account balance and banking information of the participants remains private and are not disclosed to anyone, including the parish.

To enroll in the program a minimum of 50 St Jerome/St Mary  family participants is needed. If we can gather 50 names of interested parishioners, representatives from the two parishes and TD Bank will meet to set up the program.  Once the program is established, those who expressed an interest will be contacted with further instructions regarding the program.

Important Message from Bishop O’Connell

Bishop O’Connell  recently wrote to inform us that a group of Hispanic Catholics in the Long Branch/West Long Branch area has chosen to form an “Independent Hispanic Catholic Church” in the area, referred to as “Our  Lady of Guadalupe Church Inc.” This is a result of the tensions and circumstances related to dissatisfaction with closures and mergers in the Long Branch  area..

Bishop O’Connell writes that the creation of a so-called “Independent Catholic Church” is not a legitimate option within any diocese, and baptized Roman Catholic members who are a part of this group shall be considered to be in schism with the Roman Catholic Church, liable to a legitimate canonical penalty being imposed upon them.

Furthermore, no priest may exercise any priestly faculties whatsoever – except for those permitted in canon law – to or within this group, without the explicit written permission of the diocesan bishop or the Vicar General. 

Bishop O’Connell has asked all neighboring parishes to publish this notification because he considers this group and their actions disruptive of the communion, unity and pastoral good of the church.

 
Bishop O’Connell has directed this group to return to full communion at Christ the King Church in Long Branch. 

Any members of the group who desire to do so, are always welcome to join us and worship with us both at St Jerome parish and at St Mary’s parish in Deal.

I want to take this opportunity to wish everyone in St. Jerome’s and St Mary’s  Parishes, and all our visitors, a very Happy Easter! I know that I speak on behalf of Fr. Brown, Fr Matthew, Fr Paul, Deacon and Gretchen DiCesare, and all the Sisters. We pray that this will be a blessed and joy filled holiday for you and for your families.

We have much to celebrate and be grateful for at Easter.  We are blessed to live in a very beautiful corner of the USA, and to be a part of  unique and proud and historic parish families. This time last year, Bishop Smith announced that St Jerome’s and St Mary’s Parishes would be twinned together, so this is the first birthday of this new relationship.  St Jerome parish and St Mary’s parish in Deal are now twinned together. Both parishes  retain their own identity, membership, property and finances but now share pastoral care, and share the one pastor.  Part of this process involves exploring and sharing areas of collaboration and expertise, and as a result, I anticipate that as we go forward, both parishes will be even more alive and more vibrant in the years ahead. I consider  this development as another blessing for which we give thanks this Easter season.  

Each Easter, we are happy and joyful to welcome many visitors to our parishes for the Easter liturgies. We also get to see parts of the family that we do not get to see on a regular weekly basis.  There is always a feeling of completeness and great satisfaction from this. We greet you and welcome you!

This is also a good opportunity for us to draw attention again to what is one of the proudest and best assets of our  parishes, and that is our parish school.  Standardized test scores, significantly higher than the State average, attest to the high caliber academic education that our students receive – an education that I believe is second to no school in the State.  Parents from  St Mary’s parish should also note that with the twinning of the parishes, you are now eligible for the supporting parishioner tuition rate if your child attends St Jerome School. I would also point out that the cost per student of the education that our students receive is less that one third the cost per student in the public sector in Monmouth County.  Our tuition rates are also less that those of other private and Catholic Schools in our area, and for this we have to thank our amazing PTA, who are tireless in supporting our school financially, spiritually and emotionally. 

We are happy and proud that our school is filled almost to capacity, with a waiting list for some grades.  We do have some openings, however, for next year, especially in the lower grades (Pre-School, Kindergarten and First Grade).  Although we now have the services and expertise of a marketing specialist (Chuck Hodell),  we depend primarily, on word of mouth to spread the story, and the reputation of our school. 

Spiritually, St. Jerome School is a true Catholic school in the traditional sense of the word.  Our students are richly steeped in the spirituality, culture and values and traditions of our proud Catholic Faith, and they are proud of it. They are the most supportive, respectful, value driven and fun filled group of students that I have encountered in my 25 years full time experience in elementary and middle school.
