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This week last year, the priests of our parishes attended a workshop at Monmouth University about the upcoming changes in the Roman Missal beginning the first Sunday of Advent. Since then, I have been trying to create an awareness of these changes amongst our parishioners by including short explanations in this bulletin each weekend.  As the time gets closer, we will all have to brace ourselves for change.
This weekend the bulletin contains an Adult Faith formation announcement concerning a number of initiatives to prepare ourselves for the new missal. Please plan on participating. 

One area that everyone involved in music ministry has to take note of, is that the new missal has some very clear directives concerning music at our liturgies, that will be a challenge not only to our singers, but also for the celebrants of the Mass.  

The question that immediately arises is WHY these changes?

Well, all the words that the priest and the people say or sing during the Mass, come from a book called the Sacramentary.  This book is the English version of the Roman Missal, which is the book that is used for Mass in every country of the world.  

After the Vatican Council, the Mass was changed into the form that we are used to today.  It was based on the official Latin book for the new Mass called the Missale Romanum (The Roman Missal). This Latin book is the book that the bishops of each country translated into their local language or languages.  Because English is used in so many countries, unlike some other languages, the issue became more complicated in the English speaking world, and the new translation that we are preparing for is the result of collaboration between all the English speaking countries of the world. 

The reality is that when translating from one language to another, there are more than one way of saying something.  For example, you can say; “Hey, pass the salt!” or you can say; “Would you please pass me the salt”. Both expressions will result in the same outcome (hopefully) – namely the salt shaker in you hand!  But some ways of speaking are more appropriate for one context than another.  Sometimes the present translation of the Mass has been criticized for being at times, “too conversational”.  The new translation is supposed to provide a more courteous, reverential way of praying the liturgy – reminding us that it is God that we are talking to, not someone sitting at the dinner table with us at a fast food restaurant. 

The changes may seem uncomfortable at first, because we are so used to using the words that come automatically to our lips.  The hope is that in becoming accustomed to the new words and phrases, we will also come to a deeper appreciation of what the church intends to say by them, and thus come to a deeper appreciation and understanding of the mystery of the Eucharist.
