Fr Sullivan, who preached the Advent Retreat at St Jerome Church sends his best wishes for the New Year, and thanks participants in the retreat for donating a total of $2004 to support the Augustinian apostolate. 
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For the past few years, my sister has come over for the Thanksgiving holiday.  We made the annual pilgrimage, the day after Thanksgiving, to New York to see the wonders of the Christmas season in the Big Apple.  This year, I took the opportunity to make a visit to the Occupy Wall Street encampment in Zucotti Square.  I was not expecting to be highly impressed, and my expectation came true.  One thing that was noticeable was that the square was clean and orderly – presumably because the police had cleaned it out a few days previously, and, at least that day, there were more of the men in blue than there were protesters. 

Having said that, if there was somebody there to say it to, I might have said “thank you” for trying to make a statement – incoherent as it sometimes sounds – to point out what Catholic social teaching, and Pope Benedict have been saying for many years to an apathetic society and nation, namely that social justice concerns in our society should be scrutinized and highlighted, and remediated.  I would like to have said “thank you” for drawing attention to high unemployment, crushing debt, diminishing opportunity, and anxiety about the future that is affecting an ever growing part of our population.  I would have said “thank you” for highlighting the massive disparities of income and opportunity in our society, and for pointing out and warning us that such disparities between the 1% and the 99% cannot be sustained indefinitely in a nation that values justice, equality of opportunity  and pursuit of happiness.  

The protesters in Zucotti Square, and in the numerous encampments around the country (and around the world)  are a motley crew. It is easy to poke fun at them and sometimes it is difficult to get a lucid explanation of what they stand for.  I, for one, however, am grateful that they challenge my conscience and my mind to think about alternative economic practices that are less prone to sacrifice people for profit, and that they add a sense of urgency to this awareness.
