Donate Your IRA and avoid a tax
If you have a traditional IRA and turned 70.5 during 2010, you must start taking the required minimum distribution, which will be taxed.  If you do not need your IRA distribution now, you can make a gift of your IRA distribution to a charity such as St Jerome parish or school and avoid paying tax on it.  If you are interested in making a charitable gift with your IRA, ask your IRA fund administrator to direct your IRA to St Jerome’s or to the charity of your choice.  Your distribution will be “rolled over” from your IRA account, and will be a non taxable gift..

It is always a joy and a pleasure to be with our altar servers.  I have chaperoned many events during my years in education but I always feel a special sense of pride at the end of the day after spending that time with the best young people of our parishes.

However, parents, I must tell you once again,  that your kids have a problem!  They have an addiction problem!  They are addicted to spending money!  Correction...they are addicted to spending your money.  As long as there was a dollar left, and there was an ice cream in the freezer, there was a customer from St Jerome.  In all fairness, judging by the line to get into the store, the recurring compulsion to spend has also spread to kids from other New Jersey areas.  I guess buying is like a tonic for all of us, making us feel good, even if sometimes the thrill of buying outweighs consideration of the consequences of overspending.  We can be grateful for one thing – as far as I could perceive, our students were not charging their items! - Yet  Although I joke about it, it is a matter of concern that our children, and indeed ourselves, are so addicted to useless and wasteful spending. 

All of this reminds me of what I read somewhere about how to make your child into a troubled youngster: I know it will be of little interest to the parents of St Jerome/St Mary students, but here it is anyhow. 
1. Begin at infancy to give the child everything he needs

2. When he picks up bad language, laugh at him

3. Never give him any spiritual training.  Wait until he is eighteen, then let him “decide for himself”

4. Avoid the use of the word “wrong”.  It might cause a guilt complex

5. Pick up everything he leaves lying around – books, shoes, clothes, etc

6. Let him read any printed matter he can get his hands on.

7. Quarrel frequently in the presence of your children.  In this way they will not be too shocked when the family breaks up later.

8. Give a child all the spending money that he needs.  Why should he have things as tough as you had?

9. Satisfy his every craving for food, drink and comfort.  Denial may lead to harmful frustration.

10. Take his part against neighbors, teachers and policemen.

11. When he gets into real trouble, apologize for your self by saying, “I could never do anything with him”

12. Prepare yourself for a life of grief.
