The St Jerome parish Finance Committee met last Saturday. The meeting started with a review of the financial status of the parish and school, as the school year came to a close.  While we currently continue to operate in the black, there are some sobering realities that we as a parish have to digest.

The first sobering statistic reflects that the increased giving campaign last year, which produced an approximately 15% increase in weekly giving, has lost its momentum.  Current statistics reveal an approximately $50,000 decrease in the Sunday collection over the past 12 months through the month of May, 2011.

A preliminary analysis from last year, suggests that the largest decrease in contributions ($37,691) is from existing parishioners, while the contributions from new parishioners ($3581) does not make up for the shortfall ($12,107) from parishioners who have left the parish or who have ceased contributing to the parish . 
The second sobering statistic concerns school enrollment. At this time, enrollment for the 2012 school year is projected at 240 students, down from 250 students in 2011. In addition, we have to note that the 8th grade, who will be graduating at the end of the 2012 school year, has 36 students, while the current Kindergarten has 22 students, and in general, the  enrollment in the lower grades tends to be lower than the upper grades.  Obviously, this implies that the downward trend in enrollment may be felt into the coming years. 
Additionally, here at St Jerome’s we have been feeling the impact of the closure of Ft Monmouth, and the transfer of numerous local Catholic families to Virginia. 

Importantly, it needs to be stressed that St Jerome school is in a fiscally healthy condition.  We are meeting all our financial obligations to the Diocese and everyone else, and we do not foresee or anticipate needing to dip into the investment and cash reserves that have been put aside for difficult times. 
In September, we will be publishing in the bulletin a full annual financial report and budget for the 2012 year for the parish and school.  At that time, we will provide more detail, and lay out some strategies and plans to address the fiscal realities for the parish that I am presenting here in a very global fashion. 

In the interim, on behalf of the parish and the school, I thank our  parishioners who have always so generously supported all that we are aspiring to accomplish I would encourage all our parishioners to think about their weekly contributions to the parish, and if you are in a position to do so, to consider increasing your weekly contribution.
And to end on a positive note, . last week St Jerome school received a check for $10,178 from St Mary’s parish in Deal. Ordinarily, this money would be sent to the Diocese as part of a co-sponsorship assessment for Catholic education.  The Diocese approved last year that St Mary’s parish should contribute directly to St Jerome School, now that the two parishes are joined in a special relationship. This is a good time to remind parents at St Mary’s that St Jerome school is now technically “your” school, and I would encourage you to consider sending your children to our school.  You will not be disappointed.

Good News! – Happiness is U-Shaped
Happiness follows a u-shaped curve during a person’s lifetime, according to research that shows that middle aged people are the unhappiest. 
According to Bert van Landeghem, an economist at Mastricht University in Belgium, satisfaction with  life starts to dip as early as person’s late 20s and does not recover until well after 50.  He presented these findings at the Royal Economic Society’s Annual conference last month at the University of London. The study found:“a substantial dip in happiness during the  middle of people’s lives is the equivalent of becoming unemployed or losing a family member”. 

“A u-shaped happiness curve does not necessarily imply that a 65 year old prefers his own life to the life of a 25 year old,” he said. “Both the 25 year old and the 65 year old might agree that it is nicer to be 25 than 65.  But the 65 year old might nevertheless be more satisfied, as he has learned to be satisfied with what he has”. 

Last month, Lewis Wolpert, emeritus professor of biology at University College London, said that happiness could peak as late as 80.  He says that most people were “averagely happy” in their teens and 20s, but this declined until early middle age as they attempted to support a family and career. 
He adds: “From the mid 40s, people tend to become ever more cheerful and optimistic, perhaps reaching a maximum in their late 70s or 80s.
According to a study by the American National Academy of Sciences, based on a survey of 341,000 people, enjoyment of life begins an upward trend in the late 40s and does not peak until 85.
