New Revised Missal 

Why many languages rather than one sacred language (Latin)?
After the Vatican Council, in the interests of enhancing full participation of the entire assembly at worship, the Catholic church authorized the use of the vernacular, for its liturgy.  The results have been overwhelmingly positive.  The vernacular has allowed the faithful to pray with greater understanding, to find deeper spiritual connections between the Tradition of the Church and their daily lives, and to formulate a voice and style of worship that fits the challenges and blessings of their day.  The “new” idea seemed to change centuries of liturgical tradition.  But under the guidance of Popes John XX111 and Paul V1, the fathers of the Second Vatican Council actually restored an ancient practice of praying in the language of the people.  To be sure, some in the church – and outside it – lamented the loss of Latin in the liturgy, but the experience of Sunday worshipers in parish churches around the world has shown that the decision in favor of the vernacular was truly a gift of the Holy Spirit.
