We made a mistake! and gave an incorrect email for this announcement. 

The St Jerome Holy Name Society is exploring a way of raising money for the school through a TD Bank charitable program.  St Jerome/St Mary families who currently bank at TD Bank, or families who are willing to establish an account with the Bank, can generate funds for the school at no cost to themselves  for participating in the program.

When a member of the parish signs up for the fundraising program, they are asked to identify the account(s) that they wish for the program.  TD Bank will then make an annual cash contribution to St Jerome school based on the average annual account balance.  Checking, savings, certificates of deposit and retirement accounts can all be  included.  For example, the bank will make an annual donation of ½ of 1% on the average annual balance.  While this may not seem like much (unless you have a big account like Fr Brown) when you multiply by 50 or 100, what is small becomes significant. Other than the names of the families participating in the program, the account balance and banking information of the participants remains private and are not disclosed to anyone, including the parish.

To enroll in the program a minimum of 50 St Jerome/St Mary  family participants is needed. If we can gather 50 names of interested parishioners, representatives from the two parishes and TD Bank will meet to set up the program.  Once the program is established, those who expressed an interest will be contacted with further instructions regarding the program. Thanks to everyone who came out and helped with the St Jerome Parish Grounds clean-up on Saturday.  Because so many parishioners join in and help with caring and maintaining the grounds, we save the parish more than $20,000 each year – money at we are able to use for other good causes in the parish. 
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I celebrated my birthday recently while I was in Ireland.  God alone knows how old I am, but suffice it to say, that I am definitely now a senior citizen, eligible for Social Security, a cheap cup of coffee in McDonalds’s and a discount on NJ Transit. 
Turning 50 was much more traumatic for me than any other birthday since that long distant time – partly because a religious sister friend of mine who I used to sail with on Barnegat Bay at that time, filled my head with how rapidly you decline physically and mentally once you cross the 50 line.  It may have been true for her, but I have not found it to be that bad.  In fact, in many ways, life after 50 is superior to life before that. 

I have found that as you get older, life does get a little simpler. You leave behind all that struggling that is part of all the stages of life up until social security.  You don’t worry any more about career, about proving yourself to anyone, about finding your way forward and making the right choices.  I have found that you tend to leave the formulas behind – the prescriptions for finding happiness, being successful, raising a family and being a good spouse. I don’t worry much any more about losing weight (guess I never did all that much anyhow).  And interestingly, even though I still have to come up with a thought or a homily every weekend that sometimes sounds like I am writing prescriptions for people’s lives, in fact, the familiar formulas for belief and faith known as dogma or theology, have much less meaning in my life now.  I think you need formulas when you are young, whether it is for prayer or for living, but I have found that as you get older you rely on, and trust more in intuition.  And that intuition is one thing that seems to get better and stronger the older you get. 

Someone has said that in the midst of all the decisions and choices that we have to make in the course of our lives, there is one fundamental life choice that we are all called to make that makes all the difference; and that is the choice either to walk alone or to walk forward with a spiritual compass and a spiritual presence in your life. And somehow, when the fascination with yourself that is a part of being young(er) lessens with age, it is easier and more natural to become more absorbed Christ, and to be aware of his presence in the many sacraments of his presence that surround us every day. Prayer becomes easier, and less strained and less striving and less formulaic.  
Maybe as a corollary to this, when you get older, it becomes easier to be encouraging and affirming and less likely that you will be shouting challenges.  I think that is why children love their grandparents so much, and why grandparents are so important in the lives of their grandchildren.  You understand more easily the power of forgiving, of understanding and tolerance when you get older.
Above all, I think that as you get older, you become more like God in one very important sense, and that is, that you start to see the world from more of a distance – your perspective broadens like the lens of a camera. It is interesting that this begins to happen when your actual eyesight begins to give you trouble and you cannot distinguish as clearly between people or objects. I have always acknowledged that God’s perspective is sometimes very different from our perspective, because God sees beyond the immediate and He sees and controls the overall pattern of all of life. That is one of the insights associated with getting older – you are more likely to see the big picture, and less likely to react without thinking. Do you agree?
