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I have to confess that I am confused and lost when it comes to the budget battle that is raging in Washington and around the nation.
  I cannot comprehend or process $14.3 trillion – the amount of the debt that we are passing on to our children and to the next generation. I watch the national news fervently and I listen to the “experts” on Fox, MSNBC, CNN and the other news channels.  The more I listen, the more confused I get, and the more worried I get. Everyone seems to have their own “spin” on the same facts.
I have tried to understand the Obama plan and the Ryan plan.  I hear two sets of monetary figures for the Obama health care plan, and I hear two sets of opinions about the Ryan proposal to change Medicaid and Medicare.  The “experts” get very animated when they talk about both.  They can talk until they are blue in the face, but I always get up feeling unsatisfied and more confused.
The basic fact is obvious.  We cannot continue spending money that we don’t have.  The government has to generate revenue and cut spending sufficient to pay the bills. I have concluded that it is not my job tell anyone how to do that.  That is a little above my pay grade (as one politician is wont to say). 
However, the budget is a moral document as well as an economic document. I do see it as my responsibility as a Catholic and as a pastor to add my voice to the debate about what is negotiable and what is non-negotiable in the coming budget.
I keep hearing that tax reduction and defense spending are non-negotiable items.  Both parties seem to agree about this.  I sympathize with this view, but I’m not sure that I agree with it.
I do know that when they sit around the table to make the decisions, there will be plenty of lobbyists outside the door for big business, the defense conglomerate, the banking business and the wealthy.  But when the red ink starts to flow, who will speak for the poor? Who will stand up for the needs of the most vulnerable people in our society?  Is it negotiable to cut back on nutritional aid, children’s health insurance and Medicaid and make way for tax relief for large corporations and people at the upper end of the income bracket? Why is it negotiable to cut maternal and child health grants for the needy? Why is it negotiable to cut $500 million from a nutritional aid program for needy women, infants and children, while at the same time providing $3 trillion in tax cuts for corporations and the wealthy?

It seems to me that we as Catholics have a responsibility at least to be clear about what is negotiable and what is not negotiable, and we cannot always rely on Congress to make these determinations for us.

Speaking for the United States Conference of Catholic Bishops, Bishops Hubbard and Blair emphasize the need for fiscal responsibility, “but not at the expense of hungry and poor people.” They also point out that “these choices are economic, political – and moral.  As Christians, we believe that the moral measure of the debate is how the most poor and vulnerable people fare.  We look at every budget proposal from the bottom up – how it treats those Jesus called “the least of these” (Matthew 25;45).

I ask myself, if Jesus were a part of the budget process, what would be on his list of  negotiable and non-negotiable issues?  I have a sense that both sides of the aisle would have problems with Him.
