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I remember very well the day I heard my first confession.  I was a newly ordained priest, and had been sent for pastoral experience to Mount St Alphonsus Monastery in Limerick, Ireland.  Although I had been going regularly to confession for almost twenty years myself, I approached the dark confessional that day with considerable trepidation.  Although I was twenty six years old at the time, I was exceedingly naïve and immature – having spent the previous seven years behind the cloistered walls of the Redemptorist seminary in Galway. I really knew very little about the ways of the world or life in the world.  I was apprehensive about what I was going to hear, and the questions I was going to be asked.  I felt sure that there would be several murderers and assorted bank robbers waiting for me when I stepped into the confessional.  I remember deciding to myself that I was going to listen very carefully and say as little as I could.

I figured that way, I could limit the damage I might do if I started to give advice.  

When I was in elementary school, I went to confession at least once a week.  We walked home from school, and on the way we passed St Patrick’s Church (were I received all my sacraments).  It seemed that there was always at least one priest in the confessional and I would get my list in order and confess my sins – always with a number attached to each sin. Sometimes there was a long line of penitents, and you had to take your place and work your way up the line. 

That was over fifty years ago. The long lines have disappeared. And so also, for the most part have the rote recitation of familiar sins.  By and large, I am now convinced that there are no new sins that I have not encountered.  With a few exceptions, the sins that I hear in confession have not changed much over the past fifty years.  I think it was back around that time when people stopped having “bad thoughts” (a favorite chestnut for me when I was growing up!). 

A new occasion of sin has been created, however,  in recent years by the internet. Twenty years ago, you very rarely heard anyone confessing about looking at pornography, as they do today. And you never heard about cyber-bullying, or visiting “inappropriate” internet sites, as I do today, especially from the younger set. 

Does it matter much whether a person chooses to go to confession face to face or behind the screen?  In my experience, it makes very little difference – unless of course someone wants to seek advice or counsel about a particular problem. There are still some people who do not feel right unless they confess their sins before they go to Communion. There are still some scrupulous individuals who feel constrained to confess in great detail every time that you see them. And then, there are always the individuals who come to confession, and it is the first time in 10 or 20 or 30 years. Sometimes, I think that because of those people alone, it is worth sitting in the silent confessional in an empty church. 

In general, I would say that the majority of the sins confessed in confession are not actually sins, certainly not serious sins. Most “sins” are actually imperfections and the fruit of sensitive and very responsible consciences. Many “sins” are actually the expression of a desire and a need to be better and more loving and caring persons. I imagine that Jesus would say that using confession for that purpose is a noble and a desirable thing. 

I am frequently overwhelmed at the sense of humility that people show by coming to confess their very personal sins to another human being, especially when I know them outside of confession. There is a certain grace in this, and a certain power that leads to forgiveness in itself from a purely human point of view. I often feel a sense of edification and admiration as I pray the words of Absolution: “God the Father of mercies, through the death and resurrection of his son, has reconciled the world to himself and sent the Holy Spirit amongst us for the forgiveness of sins.  Through the ministry of the church may God give you pardon and peace, and I absolve you from your sins in the name of the Father and of the son and of the Holy Spirit. Amen”

Attention St Jerome/St Mary Families!

We made a mistake! and gave an incorrect email for this announcement. 

The St Jerome Holy Name Society is exploring a way of raising money for the school through a TD Bank charitable program.  St Jerome/St Mary families who currently bank at TD Bank, or families who are willing to establish an account with the Bank, can generate funds for the school at no cost to themselves  for participating in the program.

When a member of the parish signs up for the fundraising program, they are asked to identify the account(s) that they wish for the program.  TD Bank will then make an annual cash contribution to St Jerome school based on the average annual account balance.  Checking, savings, certificates of deposit and retirement accounts can all be  included.  For example, the bank will make an annual donation of ½ of 1% on the average annual balance.  While this may not seem like much (unless you have a big account like Fr Brown) when you multiply by 50 or 100, what is small becomes significant. Other than the names of the families participating in the program, the account balance and banking information of the participants remains private and are not disclosed to anyone, including the parish.

To enroll in the program a minimum of 50 St Jerome/St Mary  family participants is needed. If we can gather 50 names of interested parishioners, representatives from the two parishes and TD Bank will meet to set up the program.  Once the program is established, those who expressed an interest will be contacted with further instructions regarding the program.
