From Scripture

Mark 13:33-37, Be watchful, be alert


This gospel is from the first Sunday of Advent.  We are preparing to celebrate the birth of Our Lord, his first coming.  Christmas is a time of joy, for Jesus came to us in human form to redeem us from our sins.


But Advent is a time for us to prepare for the second coming of Christ.  In the Creed, we say, “….he will come again in glory to judge the living and the dead.”  We don’t know when this will happen.  It could come tomorrow, it could be 10,000 years from now. Jesus’ message is to be watchful and alert for His coming.


To be watchful involves getting our individual lives in order.  Christ gave us the sacraments so we can do this, especially the Sacrament of Penance.  Being in a state of grace means we are prepared to meet Jesus.  


However, this preparation involves each of us gathering the harvest.  It means each of us being a missionary in our lives so everyone may come to know and love the Lord when they come face to face with God.
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PRAYER FOR ADVENT

Lord Jesus, you have told us to stay awake and keep watch for your coming.  Help us this Advent to be alert to the many ways you enter our lives: through prayer, through Scripture and through one another, especially those in need.  Strengthen our hope in you so that we can persevere in times of trouble and frustration.  Give us the trust we need to wait patiently when it seems that you are delaying.  Fill us with your love as we strive to serve your people for love of you.  Amen. 
Changes to the Mass.
This weekend marks the official date for the implementation of the new translation of the Roman Missal. Over the past weeks we have been following the new responses as they are presented in the pew cards in the pews. As time goes by we will become as familiar with the new responses as we were with the old.  This weekend, the priests who celebrate the Masses are asked to change over to the new missal, so be prepared for a change in some of the words and cadence of the prayers of the Mass.  I expect that we priests will have to keep reminding ourselves not to fall back into the familiar way, so be patient with us! We are all in this together! Participation is the name of the game! 

What does the Constitution on the Sacred Liturgy mean when it says that participation is called for “by the very nature of liturgy?”  It means that the liturgy by its nature is a communal action.  Communal liturgical celebrations are always preferred to “private” ones.  Liturgy is at its best when the people are gathered together with their bishop, and all those present are participating in the celebration. 
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For a few weeks we have been presenting information about an Exit Interview Survey sponsored by the Diocese of Trenton (Cf other side of this page).  If you are in a position to pass this on to relatives, friends, or family members who have stopped coming to church you might be doing  a service to them as well as to the church by passing it along. 

Before the Diocese announced its intention about this survey, St Jerome pastoral council have been working on its version of a survey directed to you, the registered members of the parish. This survey is designed to give you the opportunity to react or respond to what we are doing here in the parish, and give your input as to how we can make our parish better and more alive. It will be completely anonymous, unless you opt for us to contact you.  Our intention is to mail the survey to you with the annual Christmas letter, with a stamped return envelop enclosed for you to send it back.  Alternatively, we hope that you will be able to fill it out online and email it back to us. 
The survey is asking for your reaction and your opinion about our liturgies, ministries, and activities in the parish. While we are eager to hear the voice of all our parishioners, we are particularly eager to hear the views of parishioners who are not actively involved in the day to day life of the parish.  While members of the parish who are involved in the ministries and activities of the parish have more opportunity to make their opinions heard directly, we are aware that there is a silent majority in the parish who have little opportunity to express themselves. This is an opportunity for you, because St Jerome is your parish, and without you it would not continue to exist. 

The survey will be mailed with the annual Christmas letter at the beginning of December.  Please fill it out as soon as you get it and mail it back.  If you don’t, it will get lost in the Christmas rush, and we will lose the opportunity to hear you.
