Respect Life Sunday Oct 2
Celebrated in the Diocese of Trenton and in all parishes throughout the United States, this is an opportunity for Catholics to focus on the great gift of human life. 
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I always get a bit agitated and uptight this time of the year as we head into the Fall election season.  This year, of course, the Republican debates for presidential nomination hold center stage.  And as I watch the debates, sometimes I have to wonder, what is happening to the shared system of values that used to characterize this country. 

In one of the debates, it was mentioned that Rick Perry had overseen 234 executions in Texas during his term as governor, and the audience cheered! Whatever your views on capital punishment, it used to be agreed that taking a life for whatever reason was a very serious matter, and never something to cheer about. And in another exchange in the same debate, Ron Paul was asked about a young man in his thirties who decides not to obtain health insurance.  Something tragic happens and he ends up in the emergency room unable to care for life saving intervention.  What should happen? Ron Paul answered that people are responsible for their own decisions and have to live with the consequences.  As a follow up he was asked if that young man should be left to die, and before he could answer, people in the audience shouted out “Yeah”. In the following debate, a soldier on active duty in Afghanistan who is gay, was booed by members of the audience when he asked a question about his status in the military when he came back from active duty.

The callousness and thoughtlessness about human life, and the lack of empathy is very upsetting, especially in the context of candidates who are supposedly “pro-life.” None of the candidates took exception to the behavior of the audience; none of them moved to qualify or challenge or chasten the audience for their callous reactions.  None of the candidates attempted to express any empathy or even understanding of the soldier on the front line.  None of them made an attempt to articulate the values of respect for life and sense of decency and empathy that have always been part of the fabric, and part of the proud reputation of this country in a world that is so often appallingly callous and places such low value and esteem on human life. 

At a time when parents easily and frequently abrogate their responsibilities as parents, and when our schools are cutting back on the arts and humanities (empathy and ethical character is developed through exposure to the humanities and literature and engagement with art and music), and when the influence of the churches is declining, one has to worry about how well our young people will learn empathy for others.  

Empathy and respect for others are part of our shared cultural values, and part of our Christian heritage.   How did we get to the point where candidates for President of the United States who claim to be pro-life, can eagerly support executions and would be perfectly willing to let people die because they did not (ignoring that many people cannot) purchase private health insurance, and tacitly endorse the denigration of a gay soldier? 

And how did we get so callous as to get to the point where these views are cheered on by their supporters?
