Increased giving Follow-Up
Parishioners of St Mary’s Parish received a letter last week as a follow up to last year’s increased offertory program.  In it we expressed our thanks to all who made an increase in their weekly giving, with a plea to remain faithful to the offering amount committed to last Fall. Make use of this time to read and think about the new translation as it is presented in the pew cards in the pews, and hopefully, you will come to a renewed appreciation of the mystery and beauty of the liturgical words that are used during the Mass.

Parishioners...





My sincere and grateful thanks for all the Masses, prayers and expressions of sympathy on the occasion of my mother’s death on October 19.  I strongly felt the
support and the affection of family and friends, and this was a source of great consolation. As I have often observed as I preside at the funerals of parishioners, one of the greatest supports and sources of consolation comes from the family and friends getting together and supporting one another.  Even though the funeral was four thousand miles away, I could feel and appreciate the prayers and supportive energy coming from this part of the Diocese of Trenton.

In fact, the funeral of my mother was very much a joyous celebration of a long, interesting and eventful  life, and her death, though sudden, was not unexpected.  She was one of that generation that Tom Brokow describes as “The Greatest Generation” that ever lived. She was born in 1916 into World War 1, and also the Irish Rebellion that lead to the independence of Ireland.  She lived through the bloody and tragic Irish Civil War, the Great Depression, World War 11, and even though she was never on the front line, she saw in live color, and suffered the consequences of many of the events of history that we now see in black and white movies and pictures. 
If we think that the times that we live in are difficult times, just try and imagine the hardships and poverty of those days.  It was difficult here in the USA, but it was even a more harsh and difficult challenge in Ireland back then.  She was part of that generation, and was possessed of the same belief in personal responsibility, taking charge of your life, and determination to strive for a better life for her family, that characterized the lives and experiences of so many of the courageous veterans in this country.  Although her own education was thin and frequently interrupted by events that she had no  control over, she passed on to her children that powerful belief in the value of an education, a desire for knowledge and understanding, the ability to think critically, to be open to new ideas, to debate, discuss, provoke and argue.  These are things that can cause trouble sometimes, but they are gifts that were passed on, and not really earned. 
I imagine as she went on that final walk with God that Friday morning, they had a lively discussion along the way.  I know that she had some pointed questions to ask Him, and I imagine that she had some explaining to do also. I know there was laughter and jokes, and I am sure that she sang her party pieces “When April Showers Come My Way” and “Believe me if all those Enduring Young Charms” – as she did so frequently during the last couple of years of her life.
