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As we have been announcing at the Masses, there are pew cards now in the pews with the “new” responses for the new translation of the Mass, which will begin formally on the 1st Sunday of Advent, Nov 27. Rather than jumping in “cold turkey” on Nov 27, we would like to ease ourselves in gradually by familiarizing ourselves slowly with the new translation. 

I have said it many times before, but it needs to be repeated: The Mass is not changing.  The structure of the Mass is not changing. Some of the prayers and responses are changing; some of the words used are changing. 

Some of the changes pertain to the words that the priest uses during the Mass, such as the Eucharistic prayer, and sometimes there will be a different cadence or rhythm to some prayers. 

The changes that you will notice are in the responses that we make several times in the course of the Mass. These changes are highlighted in the pew cards now in the back of the pew. Take time to read the card (but not during Fr Brown’s sermon, please). Read it slowly.  If you have questions, as to the “how” and “why” of it, ask about it.  We will try and anticipate in this bulletin during the coming weeks some of the questions that you may have  (feel free to email your questions, if you like -  cullenhf@hotmail.com).  Remember the original Latin words in the Roman Missal are, and will remain, the same. The new words are designed to more accurately reflect the original meaning. 

The present translation, which most of us grew up with, is a translation from the 1975 edition of the Latin Missal that came out after Vatican 11. Before that, Catholics prayed the Mass only in Latin. 

The changes in wording may seem uncomfortable at first, and it will take a little time before we learn not to  automatically respond with the words that we have used for the past 40 years. But as time passes, we will become accustomed to the new words and phrases, and hopefully, in doing so we will be forced to reflect and come to a deeper appreciation of what the words mean.
