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I had the opportunity a few weeks ago to spend a few days in Naples Florida. I used the opportunity to relax, chill out, reflect, pray and read.  I even did something that I have not done in at least ten years – I took my chair, umbrella and SP30 sun lotion and sat and read on the beach for part of the day. I was reading a thought provoking book given to me by a parishioner.  It was called “Rediscover Catholicism” by Matthew Kelly.

I was reading the book against the background of the financial crisis and the debate concerning raising the debt ceiling, and I couldn’t help making connections in my mind not just with our church, but also with our country and our society.

According to Kelly, Catholics have too easily and too completely bought into three practical philosophies that form the basis of our modern culture.  

The first of these is Individualism; we live in a culture and in a society that places great premium on the individual and the rights of the individual.  “What’s in it for me?” is the mantra of individualism at a personal level.  On a societal level, the individual can hold hostage the rights of society as a whole.  A good example was seen in California where a court banned “under God” from the Pledge of Allegiance in public schools because one individual student found it offensive. 

The second is Hedonism; “if it feels good, do it”. Enjoying yourself, having a good time, that’s the name of the game.  Sometimes it is disguised under the illusion of freedom, but is not an expression of freedom; it is a passport to enslavement by a thousand cravings and addictions.  Ironically, in the final analysis, it produces not pleasure, but despair.

The third mark of our modern age is Minimalism.  The minimalist always thinks and asks: “What’s the least I can do?” The minimal effort for the greatest reward.  He asks; “What’s the least I can do and still keep my job?  What’s the least I can do and still get reasonable grades in school? What’s the least I can do to keep my marriage alive?  What’s the least I can do and stay physically fit?  What’s the least I can do and still get into Heaven?”– And so it goes. 

These three ugly sisters, Individualism, Hedonism and Minimalism play a huge role in the day to day decisions that many Catholics make each day.  These principles explain why so many parents worry that their children are becoming sexually active, or are experimenting with drugs and other destructive behaviors.  These are the values that allow Catholics to decide that having an abortion is an acceptable option. These are the values that are undermining family life amongst Catholic families.  These are the values that explain why so many Catholic couples decide to live together and forgo the sacrament of Matrimony. Indeed, you could argue that these are the principles that infected the lives and thinking of some priests in our church and led to the abuse crisis that has brought shame and sadness to all of us.

If you think that the world is in a state of crisis, remember that the crisis is a crisis of ideas; ideas shape our lives and shape the world.  Thought determines action. 

There are many Catholics and non-Catholics alike, who do not want to re-discover Catholicism, and the values that it is based upon.  Others think that religion, and Catholicism in particular, has no place in the modern context.  Some are still going to Mass, but their heart is not in it.  Others have forsaken the faith of their ancestors and sought the answer to their spiritual needs in modern evangelical or new “exciting” non Catholic religions.  Others have walked away and tried to forget , but the memory and the story keeps popping up and reawakening the old desire.  We see them in the church at Easter and Christmas. 

Catholicism provides a map to lead you successfully and safely through the highs and lows of life.  Yes, it is an old map, and it leads to an old treasure to those who are willing to join the search.  This book “Rediscover Catholicism” by Matthew Kelly, may just help you to discover the old treasure.
